Based on the findings in the report, BLM simultaneously enacted an imndéte temporary closure on May 1, 200
of 31,000 acres of the area to all public access/entry upon release of thé\Egport while a Resource Managemen
Plan (RMP) to determine the long-term management of the area is underway. €BLMs number one priority is
to protect the publics health and safety.

Over the next two years, BLM will be preparing a Resource Management &h and Environmental Impact
Statement to guide the long-term management of public lands within the CCMAEPA and BLM will host a pub-
lic meeting to discuss the results of the EPA Human Health Risk Asssment and BLM discussed the need for the
temporary emergency closure on May 8, 2008.

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CORVA Land Use Resources and Public Policy Report

A number of significant developments related to land use have surfacednse the beginning of June. Here are just a few of the issu
CORVA is now working on or watching.

Wilderness: You may have heard about the latest major wilderness billntroduced by Senator Boxer and Rep. McKeon’s Eastern Sierr
and Northern San Gabriel Wild Heritage Act. (HR6156/S.3069). CORVA has beeactively engaged in providing input on this bill. Rep

McKeon'’s office has requested input specifically from the OHV commury. We conducted a detailed map review of the affected area and

submitted comments to the author. At this time the effect on motorized recreatn appears to be minimal, but the effect of the bill on th
property rights of local landowners remains an issue. The questios iwhether or not to support this bill, or oppose it and take our chance
with a potentially more onerous bill under the next administration.

California OHV Division: Following the passage of SB 742, the Division continues to develop regulatagduage for the OHV grants
program. The Division held a series of public workshops to helpadelop regulations related to law enforcement, conservation, restoratio|
trail maintenance, planning and operations and facilities maintenance for botimotorized and non-motorized recreation. CORVA repre-
sentatives attended these meetings and provided written and verbal imp OHV Grant workshops are to be held in January 2009 with
awards to follow in the Spring/Summer 2009.

OHV Commission: The Senate Rules Committee appointed Eric Lueder to the Off-Highway Motor Vehle Recreation (OHMVR)
Commission. Mr. Lueder has substantial experience with public landcquisitions in Marin County and is a member of the Marin County|
Motorcycle Association and D36 AMA. The June Commission meeting was postpazh And we are awaiting three commission appointmen
by the Governor. Several CORVA members submitted applications for thesgritical appointments.

National Forests: The wildfires throughout California will delay implementation of Travel Management on many of California’s
National Forests, however the Travel Management plan continues. Some foreats indicating that only a limited number of routes will be
analyzed for inclusion due to funding constraints. The Region 5 policy abadside camping limits parking to no more than one vehicl
length from a trail or road and 50 feet for dispersed camping. The USFS haseadfastly refused to consider changes in existing “mixed us
policy that limits non-street licensed vehicles to travel on level ML-1 ahML-2 roads. Communications with the USFS suggest that th

final phase of Travel Management will be competed by January 2009 in spite odncerns expressed by CORVA and the OHV community.

The Record of Decision from El Dorado NF was issued and appeals haveel filed by CORVA and many other groups, mostly on the bas
of comments submitted but not included in the Record of Decision (ROD These appeals have all been denied. The next key developn
in Travel Management will be the Tahoe NF’s Draft Environmental Impact Statenent (DEIS), due to be released August 15, 2008. COR
will be hosting a series of comment writing workshops for this DEIS iate August 2008.

BLM Lands: | attended a meeting between BLM, Sequoia NF, the Stewards of the Secajoand CORVA in Bakersfield, June 19
Following this meeting | prepared comments on the area BLM Resource Magement Plan (RMP). We identified possible opportunitie
for OHV recreation in the West San Joaquin Valley and made a related siteisit to the East Carrizo Plain. CORVA submitted commentg
on the Clear Creek Management Area (CCMA) Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) Clear Creek remains a major issue for OHV recre-
ation in California and is the focus of intense activity by the Blue Ribbn Coalition, AMA District 36, CORVA and other OHV groups.

Johnson Valley: CORVA representatives have attended meetings of the Partnership for Johnsafalley. The Partership is a multiple use
coalition that has held discussions with the military regarding the ppposed base expansion into our riding area. CORVA is also aware
a proposed wind farm in the nearby Fry Mountains. The issues suounding the future of Johnson Valley are complex and CORVA remain
fully engaged.

Truckhaven: Development of a management plan for this area continues. A local advisory courtas been formed. The area has gre
potential and we look forward to finalization of the management plan by CA State P&s.

They were sulggeently invited back by the military to give a formal
presentation of issues discussed.

After the second military meeting, the coalition participants agreed to form a Panership, and establish themselves as a no
profit 501(c)(3) under the California Trail Users Coalition. The nonprofit organization was formed to represent the interest

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THE NORTHERN REGIONAL REPORT

With our initial workshop for the El Dorado Forest plan we had a good turnout and made great comments. We
helped to gain over 1000 miles of trails back into the proposed plan. Here are the details.

The United States Forest Service adopted a mandate known as the Travel Management Rule in 2005, with t he stat-
ed purpose of designating roads and trails open for motorized travel. As this process will also resul tin the closure of
undesignated roads and trails to all motorized use by the public, it is vitally important for those wh 0 enjoy motorized
recreation in our national forests to be informed a nd engaged in this Route Designation Process.

CORVA has been committed to empowering and educating users of the national forests in California about the
Route Designation Process. Since the Travel Manage ment Rule requires the use of the National Environm ental Policy
Act, or NEPA, to evaluate roads and trails to deter mine their suitability to off-road recreation, CORVA has concentrat-
ed it's efforts on teaching the intricacies of the NEPA process to off-road recreationists throughout the state. This is
being done through a series of one day workshops ta ught by professional consultants, designed to educa te the off-
roading public about NEPA, and how to use the rules and regulations within NEPA to benefit our sport.

Through participation in the Comments Project works hops, off-road recreationists will gain the knowled ge neces-
sary to understand and evaluate the numerous docume nts produced in the NEPA process, and gain the conf idence to
work closely with the Forest Service throughout the entire designation process. CORVA has found that i tis critical for
motorized recreation advocates to work together wit h Forest Service personnel tasked to identify the r oads and trails
to remain open to off-road vehicles to ensure the b est possible outcome, with the maximum amount of ro ad and trail
mileage designated in each forest.

Education and understanding of the Travel Managemen t Rule, and the concurrent Route Designation Proces sis
critical to ensure the future of off-road recreatio n in the national forests in California. To that g oal, CORVA is proud
to present the 2008 Comments Project workshops. An d knowing where our members recreate is our first s tep. Please

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Legislative News
What you need to know about SB 1228

This Senate Bill is sponsored by Sen. Abel Maldonad o of the 15th District. (Santa Cruz, Monterey and San Luis Obispo
counties)  This would extend existing law pertaining to all-te rrain vehicles (ATVS) requiring parental super-
vision from age 14 to 16. It would require riders to provide a safety certificate to law enforcement per-
sonnel on demand. Also, the bill would impose spec ified size restrictions on all-terrain vehicles ope rated
by persons under 16 years of age.

e Extends existing law requiring parental supervisio n from age 14 to age 16

e Requires riders to provide a safety certificate to law enforcement personnel on demand.

Riders are certified through an ATV Rider Course ta ught by a California licensed instructor.

e Requires ATV riders to follow guidelines for appro priate sized ATV's:

Age 6 and older- under 70 cc (cubic centimeter) en gine.

Age 12 and older- 70cc to 90cc
Age 16 and older- over 90cc
This applies to public land only and not private land.

CORVA requests that SB 1228 be amended as follows:

e The hill would prohibit ATV safety training on pub lic land. Anyone taking an ATV safety training
course under the supervision of a certified ATV saf ety instructor should be able to operate an ATV
on public land.

e The age related restriction on ATV engine size sho uld be removed from this bill.

e This hill, as written, does not take into account the fact that kids come in all sizes, shapes and
ability levels.

e The specific decision as to what size ATV should b e ridden by a child is best left to the parent.

e The hill prohibits children under 6 from riding an ATV. This decision should be made by the parent.
