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Public says: “No MoreWilderness”

| would like to express my sincere appreciation to everyone that attendduesday night's wilderness meeting in Trona. Thg
turnout was overwhelming. The meeting room was far too small to accommodate the crowfl more than 300 people wh¢
finally got in. Two side rooms were used to contain the overflow but it & very difficult for them to see the presentation o
hear the discussions. Unfortunately, some people were unable to gabithe building and left.

The meeting was sponsored by Searles Valley Minerals and was opeiy company representative, Arzell Hale who reques
ed that people be respectful and that discussion be limited to areisat affect the local community. Mr. Hale was followed
by Mr. Jim Fairchild who showed satellite photos of Johnson Valley followg by satellite photos of Slate Range and Great
Falls Basin proposed wilderness areas. Mr. Fairchild went on texplain that the Marine Corps would likely be taking
Johnson Valley for military training and that the displaced use would reslt in the Slate Range and Great Falls Basin lool-
ing like Johnson Valley if they were not designated as wildernesslowever, Mr. Fairchild failed to recognize that Johnsor
Valley is a BLM (Bureau of Land Management) designated "OHV Open Area" withunrestricted OHV use area where crosst
country travel is encouraged and that Slate Range and Great Falls Basin aB&M designated BLM Limited Use Areas where
motorized travel is strictly limited to designated roads and trails. For Mr Fairchild to compare the two areas and imply tha
Slate Range and Great Falls Basin will become a defacto open area islgasling and irresponsible.

Next on the agenda was Ryan Henson, Policy Director for the CWC (California Wlerness Coalition), and Laurel Williams,
another CWC representative. They made a presentation on their organization'seiv of the issue and offered to respond fo
questions and comments from the audience. It was most surprising to heiem admit that the reason for a lot of this pro-
posal is to stop mining, particularly around Cerro Gordo. They indicatedthat they do not want to restrict anyone's accegs
and asked people to look at their large maps to show them any roads they wanta® cherrystemmed to allow motorized usq.

After the CWC presentation, Chris Horgan from Stewards of Sequoia provideé short talk about motorized access and th
importance of organizing opponents of the proposed wilderness legislatioiChris also distributed pro-access buttons and mf
erature. Mr. Hale then opened the meeting for comments and questions forahCWC representatives. The comments
received from the audience were overwhelmingly in direct oppositioto any more designated wilderness. In response td a
number of questions, the CWC representatives repeatedly stated that they wied to keep the roads open for use. In responge
to the question regarding CWC's willingness to include language ithe text of the bill that would acknowledge all roads anq
legislatively ensure that they would be available for use in the futuréhey refused to commit. In response to the question pf
their willingness to support language in the bill that would providea 150 foot setback along all routes cherrystemmed injo
the wilderness, again, they would not commit. The problem is that CWC cawoh ensure the public of anything in the billf
because once it is introduced by Senator Feinstein, it's out of thelands. However, a commitment from CWC to suppor
more wilderness boundary setback from the existing roads and trails ankégislative language ensuring continued motorize
use of those trails would go a long way toward it actually being includeid a wilderness bill.

In conclusion, the meeting went very well. It's unfortunate that the fadity was inadequate for the large unanticipated atten
dance. Nevertheless, arrangements for a similar meeting are being pursu@and hopefully we will have a meeting ir
Ridgecrest in a facility with plenty of room for everyone to participate in themeeting. Finally, thanks again to everyone wh
took the time to attend and especially to Arzell Hale and Searles VajleMinerals for their thoughtfulness in sponsoring ar
meeting for the public.
